Reception

· Playing simple board games involving counting spaces
· Sorting objects by colour, size or shape
Year 1
Children should aim to complete:
· One simple maths practice sheet each day
· One adult-supported English activity each day, such as writing a short 2–3 sentence story.

Children should complete:
· One maths activity/ practice sheet each day
· One English activity each day
· One foundation subject activity each day (for example science, history, geography, art, music or computing)
Staff may include optional online activities/ challenges. Children are also encourage to continue using Times Table Rock Stars/ Doodlemaths to support their learning at home. 
We appreciate that this may be a disruption to normal routines and thank you for your understanding and support. Please prioritise your child’s wellbeing during this period, including keeping them cool, hydrated, and rested.
We look forward to welcoming all pupils back to school as soon as it is safe to do so.
