e Footwear: Wellies are best, or sturdy boots/trainers that you do not mind getting muddy.
e Seasonal Items: On colder days, please ensure children have hats and gloves.

Having these clothes on upon arrival allows us to maximize our time outside.

We are incredibly excited about these new developments and cannot wait to see the children exploring,
creating, and learning in our improved outdoor learning space.
