Cost and Logistics

We are pleased to share that the workshops and the concert programme itself are
completely free of charge. To make this trip possible, we only ask for a contribution to
cover the cost of the coach travel to and from the cathedral.
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Your child will need:
e A water bottle
e A packed lunch & healthy snack. If you would like the school to provide your child
packed lunch, please email the office by the 29th April.
e Waterproof coat.
e Full School uniform.

For this trip, we will be asking for a contribution of £8 to cover the cost of travel, entry fee
and workshops. Please pay and consent to your child participating in the trip via Arbor by
Monday 20th April 2026.

If your child is entitled to Pupil Premium we ask for a contribution of £6.40 please edit the
amount to pay via Arbor, we can then use your pupil premium allowance to ‘top up’ funds.

We will confirm on Monday 20th April if the trip is not able to go ahead. As you will be
aware school finances across the country are an issue; therefore, if we do not receive a
95% total fee we unfortunately will not be able to allow the trip to go ahead.

If we do not reach the 95% target we will ask families, if they wish, to make a donation to
‘top up’ funds. Please do not feel pressure to do this, only do it if you can; we have had
many families ask if they can be given this choice before a trip is canceled.
