St John’s CE Primary School Pupil Premium Spend Plan 2019 - 20 
 
The Government introduced the Pupil Premium in April 2011, as a means of addressing underlying inequalities between children from low 
income families who are eligible for free school meals (FSM) and their peers, by ensuring that funding to tackle disadvantage reaches 
the pupils who need it most. There are three categories of pupils that are eligible: 
 

● Children who are either currently eligible for FSM or have been eligible for FSM in the past six years; 
● Children who have been looked after by a local authority (in care) continuously for more than six months; 
● Children who have been adopted from care 
● Children of Armed Forces Personnel

Pupil Premium Champion Role 
Ensure that these pupils make rapid and sustained progress in all subjects over time 
from starting points. 
Monitor that the gap is closing rapidly by ensuring that effective strategies are 
implemented and that pupil progress is being closely monitored.  
Complete monitoring of teaching and learning so that effective tracking of pupil 
progress, targets and appropriate intervention can be put in place to close the 
attainment gaps of key cohorts.  
Track the progress of pupils who are entitled to pupil premium to ensure that timely 
and appropriate strategies are in place to raise attainment.  
Support challenge for these pupils and ensure they are well prepared for the next 
stages in their education. 
Use appropriate strategies to support behaviour, safety, attendance and personal 
wellbeing of these pupils in order to close any gaps.

Intervention Teacher Role 
Provide specialised reading and maths teaching for groups including targeted pupils, 
allowing pupils to be taught in smaller teaching groups for maths. 
Input into class provision maps to ensure that pupils work towards precise fortnightly 
targets, which meet their specific needs.  Regular assessment of targets and provision, 
ensuring rapid closing of any gaps. 
Termly reporting to parents to highlight progress made against targets, new targets set 
and how best support these at home.  Parents evening appointments made available 
for discussions with intervention teacher. 
Offer quality first teaching and learning as EEF research indicates that this will have the 
biggest impact on those pupils in receipt of the PP funding.  
Quality first teaching for depth and fluency to enable pupils at risk of underachieving 
to reach ARE and make accelerated progress. 
To provide a supportive environment through homework club, where children can 
recall fundamentals in Maths and English, building on the learning within  the 
classroom.

All staff are confident in implementing phonics bug as a resource for teaching phonics 
Children receive high quality phonics teaching, impacting on their fluency in reading 
Staff are well informed of the changes to the curriculum and have a greater 
understanding of threshold concepts and how they are built upon year on year. 
Children are able to recall key knowledge and talk in depth about the curriculum 
concepts.
