There are things you can do to help reduce the risk of you

 Get vaccinated – everyone aged 12 and over can 

book COVID-19 vaccination appointments now.  

 Wash your hands with soap and water or use hand 

sanitiser regularly throughout the day. 

 Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue or your 

sleeve (not your hands) when you cough or sneeze. 

 Put used tissues in the bin immediately and wash your 

hands afterwards. 

 Meet people outside and avoid crowded areas 

open doors and windows to let in fresh air. 

 If meeting people inside wear a face covering if 

aged 11 and over when it's hard to stay away from 

other people – particularly indoors or in crowded 

places. 

 Participate in twice weekly LFD testing following  

national guidelines (recommended for 11 years and 

over).
