What is Gift Aid?

If you pay tax, Gift Aid is a scheme by which you can give a sum of money to a charity and the charity can reclaim the basic rate tax on your gift from the Inland Revenue. This means for every £1 given, the school will gain an extra 25p. 

Method

Payments can be made by cheques, cash or banker’s order, and will be administered for the school by the Ann Harris Trust, a registered charity.

Next Step

In order to take part in the scheme, you must be a UK tax payer.

Option 1

Cash and cheque donations may be made using the enclosed envelope and completing the details on the reverse.

Option 2

Regular donations may be made by completing the enclosed declaration form and banker’s mandate.
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Any donations received, together with the tax reclaimed, will be used entirely for the benefit of the pupils of St John’s School.
